It starts in a big way in 
September with the release of the first volume of the "Don't Mess With Texas Music" CD 
series. The proceeds will support the Texas Music Project and will feature 21 Texas 
artists, including Stevie Ray Vaughn, The Dixie Chicks, Lucinda Williams, Marcia 
Ball, and Delbert McClinton.
